
Area Road Construction  

The Lakes area traffic 
has been greatly 
impacted by area road 
construction.  The 
Benstein/Oakley Park 
closure has caused 
headaches and backups 
for all.  Area residents 
are forced to contend 
with this inconvenience 
for a bit longer.  

According to the 
Oakland County Road 
Commission, this 
project will widen the 
intersection and add 
turning lanes.  They say 
that this improvement 
is long overdue.   

Additionally, a second 

major project is 
underway which is 
adding to the traffic 
conjestion.  Union 
Lake Road is being 
resurfaced and the 
project will consist of 
several stages. 

The first stage will 
improve the lanes from 
Commerce Rd to 
Cooley Lake Road.  
The next stage will 
close Union Lake Road 
between Gitzen and 
Dickert streets. This 
intersection is between 
Commerce Road and 
Richardson.  It is 
estimated that this 

closure will occur in 
mid-July.  The closure 
of Union Lake Road 
will not occur until 
the Benstein/Oakley 
Park intersection is 
complete! 

The Benstein/Oakley 
Park project is 
estimated to be 
complete by June 21st!

By Kelly Weaver 

emergency rooms with injuries 

every year. Of those, about 

67,000 have head injuries, and 

27,000 have injuries serious 

enough to be hospitalized. 

• 1 in 8 of the cyclists with 

reported injuries has a brain 

injury. 

• Two-thirds of the deaths 

here are from traumatic brain 

injury. 

• A very high percentage of 

cyclists' brain injuries can be 

prevented by a helmet, estimated 

at anywhere from 45 to 88 per 

cent. 

• Many years of potential 

life are lost because about half 

of the deaths are children 

under 15 years old. 

I recently heard a story of a 9-

year-old daughter always wore her 

helmet when riding her bike.   

She recently got on her bike, 

made it to the end of the 

driveway, she remembered safety 

and was coming back to put her 

helmet on. She hit a small rock 

and fell off her bike.  She cried, 

but her mom noticed no 

apparent injuries.  Two hours 

later she began vomiting and was 

rushed to the hospital with a 

bleed on her brain.  Please 

encourage helmet use with your 

children.  Visit helmets.org. 

• 784 bicyclists died on US 

roads in 2005. 92% of them died
